Safer Internet Day is an awareness-raising
campaign that started in Europe more
than a decade ago to promote the safe
and positive use of digital technology,
especially among children and young
people. It's the one day of the year when
people all over the planet—100+
countries!—are sending the message that
making the internet great for
everybody takes everybody.

ConnectSafely has been the official U.S.
host since 2012. U.S. Safer Internet Day
has been celebrated in classrooms across
the country and in big, student-driven
events in Austin, Philadelphia, San
Francisco, Washington, D.C., Los Angeles
and other cities.

Past speakers include Vice President-
elect Kamala Harris, Facebook COO
Sheryl Sandberg and Sen. Chuck

Schumer, along with local dignitaries.

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CORE MESSAGES

With a global, community-led approach, Safer Internet Day encourages everyone to come
together and play their part in making the internet better for all. There are many ways to
do this.

Children and young people can help create a better internet by being kind and respectful to
others online, protecting their online reputations (and those of others), and seeking out
positive opportunities to create, engage and share online.

Parents and caregivers play a crucial role in empowering and supporting children to use
technology responsibly, respectfully, critically and creatively, whether by ensuring an open
dialogue with their children, educating them to use technology safely and positively or by
acting as digital role models.

Educators can help create a better internet by equipping their students with digital literacy
skills and developing their critical thinking skills, which will allow them to better navigate the
online world. They can empower them to create their own content, make considered choices
online and can set a personal example of positive online behavior for their students.

Industry can help create a better internet by creating and promoting positive content and
safe services online and empowering users to respond to any issues by providing clear
safety advice, a range of safety and privacy tools and quick access to support if things do
go wrong.

Decision makers and politicians need to provide a culture in which all of the above can
function and thrive—for example, by ensuring that there are opportunities in the curriculum
for children and young people to learn about online safety, ensuring that parents and
caregivers have access to appropriate information and sources of support, and that industry
is encouraged to self-regulate its content and services. They must also take the lead in
governance and legislation and ultimately ensure the safety and wellbeing of children and
young people through effective child protection strategies for the digital world.

Everyone has a responsibility to make a positive difference online. We can all promote the
positive by being kind and respectful to others and seeking positive opportunities to create
and connect. We can all respond to the negative by reporting inappropriate or illegal content
and behavior online.

Safer Internet Day (#SID2021) is a global event celebrated in more than 100 countries
around the world. The event gained official recognition in the U.S. in 2012, with a joint
agreement between the U.S. Department of Homeland Security and the European
Commission to work together to build a better internet for youth. ConnectSafely was
appointed U.S. host in 2013.
